ABYC was founded in 1954 and for a half century has
been the primary source of technical and engineering
consensus-based safety standards and technical infor-
mation reports for the design, maintenance and repair
of small craft and its equipment.  ABYC is also a principal
s o u rce for education, training and professional deve l o p-
m e n t for the marine industry, and for certifying marine
technicians.

Thomas H. Collins, Commandant of the United States Coast
Guard acknowledged all the ways ABYC, with support
from the Foundation, have contributed to boating safety.
